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MEASLES

As you will also know from recent information we have sent home, there has been an outbreak of
Measles in the Auckland region. If your child has not received the required 2 doses of MMR
(given at age 15 months and 4 years) | would advise you to see your GP as soon as possible to
arrange this. Any unimmunised students will be required to stay home in complete isolation if
they come into contact with anyone with suspected or confirmed measles.

TETANUS

I have had many enquiries from parents regarding Tetanus Vaccinations.

Once NZ children turn 11 they are encouraged to have their Year 7 immunisation
injection of Diphtheria, Tetanus, Whooping Cough and Polio (Boostrix).

This injection can be given free of charge by your local GP clinic or through the school based
programme. The Public Health Nurses will be coming in either Term 2 or 3 to do this.

It is your choice if and where you wish to have your child vaccinated.
